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Narrator:
Homo sapiens are the most advanced mentally of all organisms in the world, and perhaps in the universe, but we don’t know that for sure. This documentary will take you on a brief journey through some of the aspects of human life. Meet your hosts, this is Zach (roll video of Zach waving at the camera) Rachel (show shot of Rachel waving that the camera) Corrine (roll shot) Jake (roll shot) and Ian (roll shot).  They will be taking you on this fantastic journey through the minds of a human.

Rachel:

From differences in size and shapes to the differences in culture; a unique characteristic of this species. We’ll start out with physical differences, like for one, I do not have a mullet, unlike this guy. (Flash picture of any type of Joe Dirt)
Each person is unique in their own special way. Some have a particular stink that follows them through out their lives, some are taller than others ( Flash picture of Rondey standing next to Sherman) some are bigger than others ( Me next to Rachel) and some have different skin and hair colors (Andrae next to Tommy Melton)  Here, take a look
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(Start video of Rutgers prep shot on Friday 12/16)
 
Narrator:
This is Rutgers Prep. Rutgers Prep is a diverse school, so surely we’ll be able to find some sort of differences. (Procession of white people) I hope.  (One brown person in the crowd.) Ahh, here, I told you so. Just kidding though, Rutgers Prep is very diverse. Everyone can live together in harmony. Humans vary from person to person, and not in miniscule ways such as personalities, but physically. Chimps for example don’t vary from chimp to chimp, they all look alike. Humans as I said vary from person to person. Yes I know I’m being redundant so shut up. 

Most students participate in a wide range of activities including clubs, sports, and other extra curricular activities. These variations usually depend on ones build, athletically and mentally. Like this guy is more likely to make the academic team than this guy (first pic is a smart nerdish, second is jock with teeth missing)

Humans come in all sorts of varying sizes and shapes, from the athletic ( picture of muscular person) to … well the not so athletic (picture of Sartaj) the most populous activity that humans take part in are sports. Sports are a big part of the human mind. 

(Roll footage of RPS Match, need fans)

Rachel:

Some sports are determined by the cultures of varying races. The mayans for example used to play a game a little like basket ball, ony they had clubs. The captain of the winning team was sacrificed to their gods. This sport was a part of their culture. Culture is a very unique charateristic of our speices, our minds are so. 

( zach arrives late, rushing onto the scene)

Zach:

Hey, sorry guys, sorry im late

Rachel: 

Hey, do you mind? I kinda doing something

Zach: 

Well, im hear now, you can stop

Rachel:

But they asked me to do it …

Zach:

Yeah, and you were just a substitute for me, so get lost

Rachel:

WHAT?!? How come I didn’t know about this ?

(sartaj comes on)

Sartaj:

Sorry folks, we’re having a little bit of trouble

Rachel: 

How come you didn’t tell me

Rob:

(from behind the camera) It was in your contract

Sartaj: 

Rob stay out of this

Rob: 

How come you get to do everything?

(comes out from behind the camera)

(Everyone starts to argue, sartaj looking exasperated turns of camera, few moments of a blue screen flashing technical difficulties, resumes and zach has a giant bandaid on his for head and on his cheek)

Zach:

Sorry about that, so as I was saying Culture is a very unique charateristic of our speices. Our minds are so complex, and evolved that we have the ability to do things that other animals don’t, though our apposable thumbs do help a lot. Dreaming up such contraptions such as elevators, or paper, or chairs, or . . .  hey, I got one, rubber ducks, I mean, I cannot take a bath without mine. 

(takes out little rubber duck and hugs it)

But really, humans have been able to come up w/ ingenious inventions, such as buildings, computers, and homes. Homes are also a very big part of a human’s existence. Take a look

Narrator:

Normally, the type of home that a family has depends on three things: income, family size, and climate of the home’s region.  Humans can live where ever they want all over the world in all different climates because we have the ability to learn to adapt; most of the time we don’t have the money, though.  Like a family in on the equator does not need to spend money on heat while a family in central jersey spends hundreds every winter during nor’easters (show Rob’s clip of snowstorm of February 2005).  Meanwhile, a family of four only needs a modestly sized house (film sartaj’s house)  While need larger home; this isn’t always the  case (show pic of Rob’s grandfathers 11 siblings) this family lived in the second floor of a three story tenement.

Rob

Well what about Zach’s House (show picture of his house from Rob’s air shot)?  That’s big.

Zach

Well, um, there are three of us kids.

Rob

Oh, ok, works for me.

Narrator

Um, oook, any way, for each type of climate there is not only a different type of house, but a different type of clothing, for more temperate areas people wear a range of clothing depending on the season, thinner layers in summer, and more in fall and winter. In places like Northern Siberia they wear many layers all year round. Inuits usually where animal skins again all year round, where as in the amazon the most people in tribal areas wear hardly anything, save for the loin cloth. Although climate is a big part of the way people dress, culture has  a big influence on it as well. In Traditional Indian culture people usually where long flowing clothes, where as ancient romans wore things like togas and tunics. 

(returns to zach)

Zach:

Speaking of Culture ... did you all know that I was the lead in the school play ? not once, but twice. 

Narrator:

Uuuh, that’s great zach. (camera turns to black screen)  Anyway, culture has been a big part of human life since the beginning of the time of MAN.

Zach:

Hey, stop stealing my light, I was in two plays . . . 2 of them!

Narrator:

Can we fix that, get him to shut up ...., did we get it? (backround: Yeah)

Ok, good. Anyway culture has always been one of the most unique and the most explored aspect of human existence. During their free time humans had wanted a way to be entertained, and as a result culture was born.

(camera turns to zach in kangaroo skin  next to rock wall w/ chalk)

Zach:

Hey, see, I can be a cave man too, hehe, im back, ok here we go (kneels down In front of wall) ARGhaslkj argh grrrrgheh ghaahrhghaghhghahhehbhhahge

Narrator:

Ummm, that’s great zach, good for you, guys has he had his medication today? (backround: No) um, can we get him to take it? ok good. Like I was saying people got bored, culture was born, people were entertained. Places that are goldmines or cultural centers are places like schools. Schools love to foster the creative talents of young students. Such examples would be band concerts, orchestra, choir, talent shows, and the high school plays. 

(roll footage of spotlight, just three minutes of spot light video, zach cuts it short)

Zach:

I was in the school plays, here, I’ll do a live from it.  (Does ten seconds of a live from the play)

Narrator:

Ok, enough of that

Zach: 

But im not done

Narrator: 

look, just introduce this next clip or you’re fired and don’t get any money.

Zach: 

Fine, along with entertainment, culture also helped produce different varieties of foods.  Here, take a look.

Narrator:

After humans went through the Neolithic revolution, we were learned to farm and were able to make more than enough food to survive; thus, some people began trading for food instead of making it for themselves and they were creative in what they traded sometimes.  We learned to acquire copper and work with more advanced tools and began civilizations.  With people doing their jobs in society, the farmers farmed and made enough food for everyone while the middle class traded and created things.  This pattern evolved to what we are now.  And men don’t die at 20 from a saber-toothed tiger and wooly mammoths do they?

Zach:

What? I’m sorry I was admiring my trophies. 

Rob:

But those arrent your trophies.

Zach:

On the contraire, Rob.  I believe I won all of these

Narrator

Look, guys, whatever, it doenst matter, we have a project to do . . .

Now

 For how people get nutrients.  Obviously they eat and in america this has become a problem (show picture of Rob shoving food in his face).  The consumption of too much food can be blamed on the fact that most Americans have all the food they would ever need and much much more.  This wasn’t always the case; our primortial ancestors the Cromagnon and the Neanderthal (show pictures of Zach in two different cave man costumes) scavenged and lived the entirety of their short lives stuggling to find food.  After the neolithic revolution, humans learned to build greater and more complex objects and developed simple machines like the lever.

Zach:

I did win all of these.

Rob:

Then why aren’t they at your house?

Narrator:

Ok, honestly, if you guys don’t stop it you’re both fired!

Rob and Zach:

Ok, sorry…

Narrator:

Now, as I was saying, we have come a long way and had started with so little.  As a matter of fact our closest relative is the chimp.   (Show Picture of chimp in grass) Zach, can you handle yourself and take this one?

Zach:

Yes, im sorry. Ok, here we go. the chimps sort of went the other way when evolution came a callin’. The chimp is also closely related to other monkeys, and at the Bronx zoo they have many varieties

Narrator:

Good. (roll footage of the Bronx zoo) this is the zoo. Monkeys on the whole have always been more related to us than most other animals, they are almost as evoloved as us. In fact in 1972 a gorilla born at San Fransico Zoo named Koko was taught The American Sign language by Dr. Francince Patterson. By 2000 Koko understood over 2,000 words of the English language, apparently she can argue the past, future, make jokes and even lie. 

Zach:

That is truly amazing, so like us. 

Narrator:

Yes it is, yes it is. Think about it. The humans are so alike to chimps that they even have an alpha male just like us. Amazing. 

Zach:

Humans and Monkeys and apes both strive to be the best of their species. Whether it’s physically or mentally. Humans like the feeling of being in control. Take schools for example, students learn to be the top of their game academically. They study, study, and study some more.  Me, I am a drama person and strive to atleast superficially be the best.

Narrator:

That’s right zach, humans for most of the time that they have lived have been the top of their game. This can be seen in the food chain. Humans eat other animals, and in some cases eat each other. Right Zach?

Zach:

Um, sure…

Narrator:

Humans naturally are not physically able to top some animals. This tiger is able to outrun most of us and overpower us, normally, but with invention such as these we have just been able to conquer them.  (Show Rob’s Guns)  Now, the path of human evolution is under controversy and has been debated since conception by men such as charles darwin.  Some don’t even think It is true. (Show picture of human evolution during this time)  But honestly, you can see some resemblance.  

Zach:

(Rolls, around like chimp in photo)  Yeah, that was me acting (smiles and thumbs up).

Narrator:

Right then, In conclusion, humans have rose above all organisms in their creativity and intelect to learn to control the other organisms and eachother… or so we think.  But, humans, aftter years of evolving and learning and creating have come to be the most powerful organisms yet retain the same habbits as their ancestors.

Zach:

Yeah, can I add something…

Narrator:

No

Roll credits (ian on guitar backwards, sartaj and rob escaping bronx zoo)
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
